How to (Re)Install a purchased application from RIM BlackBerry AppWorld

1. Installation

When you finish payment from your device and BlackBerry AppWorld prompts you:

     Application "CSV Table Pro" already exists. Replace version 1.0 with version 2.0?

     [YES]   [NO]

You must please click YES to download the newer version. The newer version will be an unlocked copy of the software.

2. Reinstallation

Use one of the method below.

2.1 Method 1: Reinstall from device

Uninstall the trial application from your device by using Options->Advanced Options->Applications.  It may prompt you and have device rebooted. Wait for it to finish. Then start and enter RIM BlackBerry AppWorld application on your device. Click and enter MyWorld. The purchased but not-yet-installed application should be listed on the top. Click it and install from there.

2.2 Method 2: Reinstall from PC

Reinstall at times of trouble - Method 1

1. Please open an Internet Explorer on Windows-based PC. Login into RIM App World using your BlackBerry ID. URL: http://appworld.blackberry.com/webstore/myworld/

2. If you see a prompt message such as 

    "This website wants to run the following add-on: "AppWorld Internet Explorer plugin' from 'Research In Motion'. If you trust the website and add-on and want to allow it to run, click here ...

Click "Run Add-On" to allow the installation.

3. Once login is successful, click "My World" to see a page with a list of installed applications that you have previously downloaded from BlackBerry App World. 

4. Attach your BlackBerry device to USB cable. Each app's status should be changed to reflect whether it is installed or not.

5. If the app item in trouble has been installed, uncheck the "Install/Delete" box and then click "Sync Now" to uninstall it. It may require a device reboot. Wait for it to finish.

6. Check "Install/Delete" box and then click "Sync Now" to install it. A full unlocked copy will be downloaded and installed.
